mouse or the Plus and Minus Widget on the top, left hand side of your S—

screen.

If you wish to return to the full extent, simply click your Home Widget "o ol

located directly under the Plus and Minus Widget.

The key that tells you what is on the map

Your Legend Widget is located in the top, left of your screen on the

green banner.

As you continue to zoom in, you
will notice more and more
features appear on your map as
well as your legend.

Likewise, as you continue to
zoom out, your features will
disappear.

You will have a total of 3
features in your legend.

Search
Easily browse through data to find what you need

The magnifying glass under your Legend Widget is your Search Widget. n
Your Search Widget allows you to search by address or place name.

NOTE: This application will not allow a user to search by owner name as to

protect privacy.

As you open your search bar, type in any point of interest and hit enter. The
application will take you straight to the location. If it does not, recheck your

spelling or supply additional information like a zip code or a map number.

From here you are able to click on your parcel or maunufactured home to

receive a popup with the associated data.

Some locations are close together. In this case, the application will give you two
sets of data to choose from. Use the arrow on the top of the pop up to toggle

through the data and find the information you are looking for.
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Measure Tool

Easily measure an area or distance on your map

The ruler at the top right of your screen is the Measuring Widget. This 2
widget allows the user to measure the area of a polygon, measure a :

distance, or measure a specific location in terms of latitude and longitude.

For each option you can choose between different units of measurement to fit

your specific need.

To measure an areaq, click the
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ruler and choose the first

or deselect the tool.

To measure a distance,
select the middle option i
and click to drop your

points onto the map. Once

done, double click your last

point. To delete your line,

either click on the map

away from your line or

deselect the tool.

To measure a location in ’
latitude and longitude, creston®
choose the tool to farthest to
the right. Then double click a OLBL“:?’Z'R
spot on the map and a green v
marker will appear. You can

then compare this location to

the location of your cursor as

you move it across the screen.
