The series will conclude with the
stories of Wanda Bechtold (Vietnam) and Jessica Wright (Army, current), who will provide their
perspectives on how the treatment and inclusion of women in the military has shifted over the
years. These women represent a small sample of those from Lebanon County who have given of
their lives to help secure the freedom of our country.
